INTRODUCTION:

Bob Dalhoff, Dalhoff Thomas Design, representing the owner of the property, is requesting a
Zoning Map Amendment/Preliminary Development Plan Approval — Delta Landing PUD. The

subject property is located on the west side of McIngvale Road, south of Pleasant Hill in Section
31, Township 2 , Range 7

BACKGROUND:

The original Brighton Village PUD was approved in 2007 and included a mixed use proposal on
251 acres. The PUD consisted of 131 acres of residential , 20.5 acres of commercial, and 72.5
acres of amenities and common open space. This original text is attached for your reference. A
brief outline of the plan difference is listed later in the staff report.

This application was tabled at the February 21st meeting. The applicant has provide an updated
proposal, an additional exhibit, and a traffic study, all of which are attached.

- The applicant provided the following responses from the original public hearing:
- Based on a survey, it does not appear that the cemetery is on our property. There were
four headstones located all on the church’s property, at least 50’ west of our western PL.
- The connection to Fronie has been eliminated.
- The Developer proposes the following language for the future sewer connections:
o As part of the first phase that includes any infrastructure construction within
Delta Landing (i.e. excluding any clearing- or grading-only phases), the
Developer will extend public sewer to the north property line of Delta Landing at
Dogwood Hollow Drive, via a sewer manhole and pipe stub that ends at the
property line. This sewer extension will allow the City of Hernando to provide
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public sewer connections to the residents north of Delta Landing. The Developer
is not responsible for any work off-site, such as taking the existing sewer lagoons
offline or tying in residents north of the pipe stub. The sewer extension must be in
aright-of-way or public easement, but road infrastructure or other utilities need
not be constructed within the same phase. The final sewer extension design shall
be reflected on the final plans and approved by the City of Hernando.
Adding the traffic circle to the northern E-W street.
Updated Minimum home square footages:
o AreaCl: 1,600 SF=>1,800 SF
o Areas C2 & C3: 1,800 SF=>2,000 SF
o Area C4:2,000 SF =>2,200 SF

The Future Land Use Map for the City's currently adopted General Development Plan identifies
the subject property in the "Mixed Use" land use designation, which has a variety of sub-sets.
The full description of this land use category is included in your staff report. As presented, this
project would be in conformance with the comprehensive plan.

DISCUSSION:

Atticle XVIII Amendments of the City of Hernando Zoning Ordinance allows for the
amendment of the text or map of the Zoning Ordinance provided the applicant demonstrates the
appropriateness of the change and addresses the following criteria for the zoning amendment.

1. How the proposed amendment would conform to the General Development Plan.

Applicant Response: Yes. The Delta Landing PD Amendment will facilitate the City and
County in providing a public greenway trail along Hurricane Creek.

2. Why the existing zoning district classification of the property in question is
inappropriate or improper.

Applicant Response: No, the property was previously approved as a PUD

3. That major economic, physical, or social changes, if any, have occurred in the
vicinity of the property in question that were not anticipated by the General
Development Plan and have substantially altered the basic character of the area,
which make the proposed amendment to the Zoning District Map appropriate,

Applicant Response: Yes. The need to amend the original Planned Development for this
property is justified by the major urban improvements recently completed or planned for the
area along McIngvale Road. The new DeSoto County High School, the opening of I-269, the
extension of McIngvale Road, and the new interchange are significant game-changers for
this area of the Hernando.
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PRELIMINARY DEVELOPMENT PLAN

1. Proposed land uses and population densities:

a. The development encompasses the same 251 acres parcel as the previous Brighton
Village. The general development plan of the current submittal is similar, but includes
some primary changes:

- Removes the Townhome area

- Removes the age restricted multi family

- Internal streets are revised to account for projected traffic
- Aresidential pattern book has been presented

b. Residential lot sizes and minimum square footage of homes is not changed. Lots
range from 6,000 sq. . to 12,000 sq.ft. The overall density of the plan is 3.2 dwelling
units per acre and the plan includes roughly 20% common open space. The plan also
includes a future YMCA Campus.

¢. Building Bulk regulations are included in the plan text and vary depending on the area
in question. Commercial uses are listed for the commercially zoned area.

d. Alternative Right of Ways are presented on internal roads, and have been inspected by
the City Engineer for utility locations.

e. Parking requirements are listed on page 14 of the applicant proposal, and serve as the
calculations, modified slightly from City requirements.

The proposed development has access to Public water and sanitary sewer services. If approved,
the preliminary text submitted will serve as the preliminary plat approval. Any subdivision of
the property will be required to follow applicable regulations concerning engineering and plat
procedures.

STAFF COMMENTS:

1. The Planning Commission’s recommendation was for denial at the 2-14-23 meeting. With
this denial, a super majority vote of The Board of Aldermen is required for approval.

The Developer has offered to extend a public sewer line through Delta
Landing to the property line at the end of Dogwood Hollow Rd. to take the
existing sewer lagoons offline (a responsibility of the City required by the State
of Mississippi).

2.The Developer has offered to gift approximately |7 acres of land for a section
of regional greenway and trailhead along Hurricane Creek.The Developer has
also offered to install the |+ mile paved greenway trail (10’ wide asphalt) in
phases (typically a responsibility of the City with MPO funds, but MPO funding
is not available for this project in the forseeable future).

3.The Developer is gifting 10 acres to the YMCA for a new site. The Developer
has also offered to prep and bring infrastructure to the site to make it pad-
ready for development.

DEVELOPER’S GIFTS AND CONCESSIONS

CONCESSIONS MADE PRIOR TO PD SUBMITTAL:

4.The Developer has extended and widened the interior boulevard above and
beyond that of the 2007 approved plan to facilitate better circulation and room
for critical emergency access. Other street network improvements include
additional internal street connections, additional roundabouts, an additional
street through the commercial area to Mclngvale Road, and widening service
drives (alleys) from 16’ to 20’.

5.The Developer removed 175 townhomes and age-restricted multi-family units
from the 2007 approved plan, and reduced the number of condominiums by 4.

6.As the greenway was added by the Developer, they also decided to add
pedestrian connection points to the greenway throughout the Delta Landing
neighborhood, which can be utilized by adjacent neighborhood residents.

7.The Developer, based on the findings of the Traffic Impact Study, has agreed
to pay for further warrant studies at 50%, 75%, and 100% development
completion. If warranted, the Developer has offered to pay for a traffic signal
to be installed at one of the Mclngvale Road connections.
